òWhen Paul introduces the sin of homosexual 

behavior, he first mentions females.  Throughout 

human history man has been the gender that seems 

most brutish, most without conscience and godliness.  

The woman has been understood to be the fairer sex, 

but when Paul wants to describe the depth of the fall of 

the human race, he says that even the women 

exchanged the natural use for what is contra naturum, 

against nature, not simply against culture, or social 

convention.ó 

Charles Hodge

òPaul first refers to the degradation of females 

among the heathen, because they are always the 

last to be affected in the decay of morals, and 

their corruption is therefore proof that all virtue 

is lost.ó
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John MacArthur

òPaul mentions women first to show the extent 

of debauchery under the wrath of abandonment, 

because in most cultures women are the last to 

be affected by moral collapse.ó

I Corinthians 7:1-2

òNow concerning the things which you wrote, it 

is good for a man not to touch a woman.  But 

because of immoralities, each man is to have his 

own wife, and each woman is to have her own 

husband.ó
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I Corinthians 7:8-9

òBut I say to the unmarried and to widows that 

it is good for them if they remain even as I.  But 

if they do not have self-control, let them marry, 

for it is better to marry than to burn with 

passion.ó

Galatians 6:7-8

òDo not be deceived, God is not mocked; for 

whatever a man sows, this he will also reap.  For 

the one who sows to his own flesh will from the 

flesh reap corruption, but the one who sows to 

the Spirit will from the Spirit reap eternal life.ó
