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“Jesus Christ’s ascension has accomplished many benefits for 
believers.  Yet its truths often go unnoticed, being overshadowed 
by His death and resurrection on our behalf.  Few preach or write 
on this subject, so it is little wonder that the average believer 
thinks little about it.  The slight of the ascension, however, 
impinges on other doctrines of the Christian faith, doctrines 
which are crucial.  ‘Easter is incomplete, Pentecost is impeded, 
and the Second Coming is impossible without the ascension.’  A 
proper understanding of the ascension is necessary to maintain 
the truth of the gospel.  ‘Is Christianity simply the news that 
Christ died and then was alive again?’  Where is He now?  Is He 
someplace in our heaven?  Is He hovering in some space reserved 
for disembodied souls?  ‘If He is not at the right hand of God the 
Father, He does not reign, and we have no King.’”
